PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this program is to encourage and support creativity in Winnipeg by making funding available that enables
the creation of significant and innovative new works of art in any discipline or combination of disciplines, the scope of
which may not otherwise be possible. Projects supported by this program should have the potential to make significant
contributions to the art forms they represent and to the enjoyment of the people of Winnipeg. A two-part flexible award
structure allows access to support in the earliest stages of a new work, and rewards excellence in the latter stages when the
shape and direction of the new work can be ascertained.
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Grants from the New Creations Fund will be appropriate to the scale of the project and support special costs incurred when
developing and producing creative risk-taking works of scale and ambition by Winnipeg artists for Winnipeg audiences. It is
the Winnipeg Arts Council’s intent to grant awards large enough to contribute substantially to the costs of a project, but not
to cover the entire cost of a project (as a contribution from your organization demonstrates the applicant’s commitment to
the new work). Given the scale of the awards, organizations may only receive two grants from the New Creations Fund in any
48 month period, and it is anticipated that very few grants will be made from the New Creations Fund in any year.

Please note that all applicants must submit the /ntent to Apply on or before July 28, 2009 to be eligible to make a Final
Application on or before the August 25, 2009 deadline.

For multiple organizations collaborating on a single project: you must designate an eligible arts organization as the
primary applicant and fiscal agent for the New Creation project.

GRANT TYPES

Applicants may choose to apply in one of the following categories depending on the stage of development of the proposed
project. Please note that applicants are not required to receive a Stage | grant to be considered eligible to apply for a Stage
Il grant.

Stage | — Commissioning and Development Award — up to $50,000
Commissioning and Development Awards support the commissioning and development of a new work, and the creative
process; this may include expensestooffset research, project coordination/administration and creative fees.

Stage Il - Production Award — upto $200,000
Production Awards support direct costs of producing and disseminating a new work; this may include fees and honoraria,
project coordination/administration and production costs, and marketing and audience development for the new work.

ELIGIBILITY

All applicants for grants from the New Creations Fund must meet the following criteria:

Z - beregistered as a non-profit corporation in Manitoba, and have operated as such for a minimum of 5 years
be anorganization that has a program mandate in the performing, visual, literary, film, video or media arts
have program objectives that fall within the mandate of the Winnipeg Arts Council
have ongoing qualified artistic and administrative leadership, and pay principal artistic contributors for their
services in accordance with generally accepted professional standards
be based and active in Winnipeg, and provide programming or services that are open to the public and publicized
city-wide
demonstrate financial responsibility and stability, and receive revenue from several sources other than the
Winnipeg Arts Council. These may include box-office revenues, memberships, donations from individuals or
businesses, in-kind contributions or support from foundations and other levels of government
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Eligible projects include, but are not limited to:

creation of new works in theatre, dance, music, literary arts, visual arts, film, video or media arts
commissioning of new scripts, scores, choreographies, video, film, visual or media arts
production of new works for the stage

mounting of major exhibits of new works of visual art

major publishing projects involving new works of literature

large-scale multimedia events

large-scale productions involving two or more collaborators
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To be eligible for support from this program, the applicant must commission or originate the project and must retain
creative and/or editorial control of it. All projects must include significant involvement of Winnipeg artists working either in
Winnipeg, or directly for the applicant elsewhere as part of a collaborative project.

Ineligibility
New Creations Fund awards are not available to:

Z individual artists

Z  for-profit organizations

Z civic, provincial or federal departments or branches

Z health, social service, religious or sports organizations

Z educational institutions (with the exception of stand-alone arts organizations that provide professional and pre-
professional training in an arts discipline that may qualify for support)

Z private club or community centre programs

Z organizations who have previously received a grant from WAC and who have not submitted an acceptable final
grant report

Z organizations carrying a deficit of more than 10%.of their annual operating budget

Z organizations who have received two grants from the New Creations Fund within the current 48-month period

New Creations Fund awards are not available for:
Z travel and touring outside Winnipeg
capital projects and purchase of equipment (with the exception that production costs qualify for support)
activity undertaken or costs incurred prior to the award notification date
instructional and promotional projects
corporate or industrial projects
activities in which the applicant does not have artistic and editorial control
deficit reduction‘or fundraising projects
projects that forecast a deficit
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ASSESSMENT AND EVALUATION CRITERIA

Applications for grants from the New Creations Fund are assessed by an independent panel of qualified artistic
professionals selected on the basis of their familiarity with and expertise in a broad spectrum of artistic practices, and to
