THE PROGRAM

With a focus on artistic excellence and community impact, the Winnipeg Arts Council funds, supports and fosters
development of the arts on behalf of the people of Winnipeg.

The Operating Grant program is intended to provide ongoing partial support to established arts organizations that have
a continuing presence in Winnipeg and a track record of high quality programming or services. It is designed to support
a range of activities and art forms, reflecting different cultural traditions and art practice. Organizations receiving
support are expected to contribute to the development of their art form, to participate in the development of local
artists, to maintain a reasonable level of public support and to maintain strict management and financial controls.

GENERAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

All applicants for Operating Grants must meet the following criteria:
Z have as its primary mandate and core activity creation, production and/or-presentation/dissemination of the
performing, visual, literary, film, video or media arts, and provide annual programming that is open to the
public and publicized city-wide; or

Z be a stand-alone training institution offering, exclusively, training in one or more of the above-named arts
disciplines by qualified professional instructors; or

Z be an arts service organization with permanent administrative staff, whose mandate is to provide a range of
services to professional artists and/or not<for-profit arts organizations based in Winnipeg, and/or to connect
professional artists to the Winnipeg arts community at large (see Specific Eligibility Criteria for Service
Organizations below); and

Z beregistered as a non-profit corporation in Manitoba;

Z bebased and active in Winnipeg;

Z operate year-round or on-the basis of an annual season;

Z have ongoing professional-artistic and administrative leadership (which may be combined), and pay principal
contributors for their services in accordance with generally accepted professional standards;

Z demonstrate sound administrative and financial management;

Z be governed by an active volunteer Board of Directors;

Z have a diversified annual revenue base that may include memberships, earned revenue, funding from other
levels-of government, and support from the private sector through fundraising, donations and sponsorships;

Z demonstrate an ongoing commitment to the presentation of work by, and employment of, Winnipeg artists; and

Z be a current Operating Client of the Winnipeg Arts Council.

Please note that due to budgetary constraints, acceptance into this program for new applicants is limited. If you have
never received a Winnipeg Arts Council Operating Grant, but you meet all of the above eligibility criteria and have
successfully received funding from the Winnipeg Arts Council, please contact the Program Officer to set up a meeting to
determine advisability of applying to this program. Applicants who do not qualify for operating funding may be eligible
for support from the Winnipeg Arts Council’s Project Grant Program.
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Specific Eligibility Criteria for Service Organizations

Organizations whose primary objective is to support the development of one or more art forms through a range of
services to professional artists and/or non-profit arts organizations, or through the bringing together of professional
artists and the arts community at large, may qualify for support through this program. Trade guilds, trade unions, and
professional associations are not eligible. To qualify, an organization must:

Z have designated administrative staff and a high standard of professionalism in its operations;
Z have a membership or clientele that is broadly representative of its mandate and that includes artists:and/or
non-profit organizations based in Winnipeg; and
Z consistently provide to members or clients a range of services and resources that may include a number of the
following: professional development, research and information, advocacy, human resource development,
administrative services, rehearsal and performance facilities and audience development.
INELIGIBLITY

Owing to budget limitations, some activities are beyond the scope of the Operating Grant program, regardless of their
merit.

Operatmg Grants are not available to:

for-profit organizations;

civic, provincial, or federal departments or branches;

health, social service, religious or sports organizations;

educational institutions (except those mentioned above);

trade guilds, trade unions or professional associations;

private club or community centres; and/or

organizations that receive operating orcore funding from another municipal department.
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LEVEL OF ASSISTANCE

The amount of assistance will depend on the scope and quality of the activity undertaken by the applicant, and
available Winnipeg Arts Council resources (see Conditions of Assistance below).

The Winnipeg Arts Council does not fund 100% of an applicant’s budget. Applicants must show a range of revenue
sources, including earned, private and public sector revenues. Applicants may receive less than the full amount
requested. These grants‘are intended to contribute to programming and administrative costs associated with an
organization’s ongoing artistic activities. The Winnipeg Arts Council does not provide funding for capital projects,
fundraising or deficit reduction.

APPLICATION PROCESS

To be considered for a grant, you must complete and submit the appropriate, signed, original registration form, and all
required materials listed in these guidelines by 4pm on the deadline (regardless of postmark date). The deadline for
2010/2011 Multi-Year Operating Grant Program is November 3, 2009. Applications may not be submitted by e-mail or
facsimile transmission. It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that the application is complete and received on
time. Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted.

All of the information that you need to complete the application is contained in these guidelines and attached forms.

The application must be signed and complete when submitted. Use the checklist to ensure that you have completed all
sections of the application.
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
