DESCRIPTION

This program is intended for arts organizations that wish to partner with community groups™ to undertake an innovative
approach to the development of opportunities for youth involvement in the arts. It embraces cultural plurality and is
open to a range of activities and art forms.

Youth Arts Initiative Grants will invest in projects that engage young people in a meaningful way. For the purposes of
this program, youth are described as those aged 12 to 21. Please note that this award is not intended to subsidize
current programming, but rather to add a new component for additional youth participants who are not currently
involved in the proposed activities. Projects should be completed within 18 months of the notification date.

For these collaborative projects, an arts organization must be designated the lead partner and act as the primary
applicant and fiscal agent for the project.

The maximum grant available under this grant program is $15,000.

*Community group refers to a group of people brought together by any number of forces including, but not limited to a shared heritage;
geography; tradition; history; mission; culture; lifestyle; or interest. Community partners need not be incorporated, but must have a history of
working together and experience working with youth.

Deadline: June 1, 2010
ELIGIBILITY

The primary applicant for a Youth Arts Initiative Grants must meet all of the following criteria:
Z beregistered as a non-profit corporation in Manitoba, and have operated as such for a minimum of six months.
Z be an organization that has as its primary mandate and core activity the creation, production or presentation of
the performing, visual, literary, film, video or media arts,
or
[ be a stand-alone training institution offering, exclusively, training in one or more of the arts
disciplines (performing, visual, literary, film, video or media) by qualified professional instructors,
or
[ be an arts service organization with permanent professional administrative staff and a mandate to
provide a range of services to professional artists and/or non-profit arts organizations based in
Winnipeg (see Specific Eligibility Criteria below);
be governed by a volunteer board of directors;
have ongoing qualified artistic and administrative leadership (which may be combined), and pay principal
artistic contributors for their services in accordance with generally accepted professional standards. Eligible
activities include creative collaborations between professional artists and community members;
be based and active in Winnipeg, and provide programming or services that are open to the public and
publicized city-wide;
Z and receive revenue from several sources other than the WAC. These may include box-office revenues,
memberships, donations from individuals or businesses, in-kind contributions or support from foundations and
other levels of government.
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Dedicated professional art programs that fit the above criteria and function as part of a larger incorporated not-for-
profit organization may be considered eligible for funding. Please contact the Program Assistant to discuss your
eligibility, the application process and requirements.
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Specific Eligibility Criteria for Service Organizations

Organizations whose primary objective is to support the development of one or more art forms through a range of
services to professional artists and/or non-profit arts organizations, or through the bringing together of professional
artists and the arts community at large, may qualify for assistance. Trade guilds, trade unions, and professional
associations are not eligible. To qualify, a service organization must meet the general eligibility criteria listed above,
and:

have designated administrative staff and a high standard of professionalism in its operations.

have a membership or clientele that is broadly representative of its mandate and that includes artists and/or
non-profit arts organizations based in Winnipeg.

consistently provide to members or clients a range of services and resources that may include a number of the
following: professional development, research and information, advocacy, human resource development,
administrative services, rehearsal and performance facilities and audience development.

Eligible activities include, but are not limited to:

Hands-on workshops, discussions, arts appreciation and/or arts literacy activities
Programming/activities that create opportunities for art to be experienced by the greatest number of youth
Outreach activities that bridge existing programming with the needs and expectations of young people
Partnerships with community groups with a track record of youth engagement

Youth-driven activities and programming

Activities that integrate youth culture

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Eligible expenses include, but are not limited to:

Fees and expenses for artists

Production expenses, including venue and equipment rental
Fees for project coordination/facilitation*

Costs related to marketing, promotion and youth recruitment

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*QOrganizations that receive an Operating Grant from the Winnipeg Arts Council should only include administrative fees directly associated with
the delivery of their proposed Youth Arts Initiative project.

INELIGIBILITY
Owing to budget limitations, some activities are beyond the scope of this grant program, regardless of their merit.

Youth Arts Initiative Grants are not available for:

awarding of cash prizes or scholarships

annual conferences

travel, tours and/or activity outside Winnipeg

activity undertaken or costs incurred prior to the award notification date

deficit reduction or fundraising projects

projects that forecast a deficit

capital projects and purchase of equipment, with the exception that production costs qualify for support
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Youth Arts Initiative Grants are not available directly to:

individual artists

for-profit organizations

civic, provincial or federal departments or branches
health, social service, religious or sports organizations
private clubs or community centres

educational institutions(with the exception that stand-alone arts organizations that provide professional and pre-
professional training in an arts discipline may qualify for support)

organizations that have previously received a grant from the Winnipeg Arts Council and have not submitted
an acceptable Final Report
